
Swap-O-Rama-Rama (SORR) is a non-profit clothing swap and series of do-it-yourself 
workshops in which a community explores creative reuse through the recycling of used 
clothing. Participants bring their unwanted clothing to the event site. The clothing is sorted 
and everyone is encouraged to choose new items. Experts will be on hand to teach 
workshops and foster creative thinking in terms of clothing modification, screen printing, 
and embellishment. It’s more than a clothing swap, it’s a Swap-O-Rama-Rama, where 
excitement and opportunities for dialogue are created during the swap process.
